Dear Friends, 

      What does God's call look like?  Too often we think of a call 
as a call to ministry.  But it is more than that.  The last issue of 
Christian Century had a special section where people were 
invited to tell about their call.  Most were from pastors 
explaining how God called them to serve the church.  But one 
response I thought worth sharing with each of you is this essay 
written by Ann Freeman Price about the way we can look at 
our call from God on how to live our day to day lives.  About 
her call, she wrote: 
 “At first, I thought it was a call to the ministry.  I even 
went to a nearby seminary and filled out the application.  But 
that wasn't it.  It was a call to do three things: 'love the Lord 
your God with all your heart and with all your soul, and with all 
your strength, and with all your mind; and love your neighbor 
as yourself'' (Luke 10:27).  I was 85 years old before I realized 
Jesus meant every day. 
 Now?  At 85?  I began taking daily notes in my journal.  
Call to love God—give thanks for the cooler weather, the walk 
outside, and all the places in the day where God's presence felt 
real.  Call to love neighbor—chatted with a friend who lives 
across the country, wrote a letter to my youngest grandchild, 
colored a picture for her, and sent a blank picture for her to 
color and send back; mailed a sympathy card to my new 
Muslim acquaintance whose wife died a month ago.  Call to 
love self—ate well today, did my yoga and my slow walking. 
 It's true, I am called.” 
 I am called, you are called.  Let's be aware of our call to 
love and maybe, like Ann, we can track the ways we answer the 
call to love—a visit to a shut-in, a card to an acquaintance, a 
prayer of thanksgiving, develop healthy habits.  Then we can 
recognize both our personal call--and our response--to love 
God, neighbor and self.
